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Abstract

The role of antibiotic therapy in managing acute bacterial sinusitis
(ABS) in children is controversial. The purpose of this study was to
determine the effectiveness of the drug called Soandso. This was a ran-
domized, double-blind, placebo-controlled study. Children receiving the
antibiotic were more likely to be cured (50% vs 14%). ABS is a com-
mon complication of viral upper respiratory infections. Soandso results in
significantly more cures and fewer failures than placebo.
